gram kicked off a new year 

and the response has been 

overwhelming. We have 

room in our current facility 

to daily tutor 15 to 20 youth 

effectively, but have had to 

stretch ourselves this year.  

 

   We have about 35 students 

signed up and on any given 

day as many as 25-30 show 

up. We have had to begin a 

waiting list as the local Mid-

dle and High Schools are 

constantly referring 

neighborhood teens to our 

program. It breaks our heart 

to turn away students that 

need assistance, but we have 

no choice at this time.
